This online service 

quickly became a wonderful way for us to reach audiences 

beyond New York City, offering classrooms across the 

country and living rooms around the globe access to free or 

low-cost virtual performances.

On New 

Victory’s website, we surpassed one million views in FY22, 

and Arts Breaks were also broadcast locally on channels 

Thirteen, WLIW and NJTV and streamed online as part of The 

WNET Group’s Camp TV and Let’s Learn programs.

The three tracks of New 42 Youth Corps—New Victory Usher 

Corps, New 42 College Corps and New 42 Fellows Corps—

meet students where they are academically and 

professionally to provide the support and guidance they 

need to succeed.

Opportunities for over 

100 Artists
Since it was established in 2012, New Victory LabWorks has 

supported over 100 artists on their journey, more than half of 

whom have developed projects into full productions, touring 

across the country and around the world. Starting in 2020, 

LabWorks has focused exclusively on providing opportunities 

for BIPOC artists.  During the 2021-22 season, four artists 

were part of the LabWorks cohort: Nehprii Amenii, Ty Defoe, 

Indygo Afi Ngozi and Marcus Yi.

An offshoot of New Victory’s LabWorks, LabWorks Launch 

began in 2021, offering a single artist the chance to further 

develop a particular project for young audiences with the 

aim of presenting them on the New Victory stage in a future 

season. The inaugural Launch artist for 2021-22 was 

Christopher Rudd.

Since 2013, New Victory, in partnership with the NYC 

Department of Education, Division of Early Childhood 

Education and the Office of Arts and Special Projects, has 

been the premiere partner for Theater in the Pre-K Create 

Professional Learning Series. 

Theater for Pre-K
In 2021-22, we worked with 17 sites, 

translating to 148 classroom teachers, 

paraprofessionals and site leaders

In 2021, New Victory in partnership with 

ArtsConnection and Community-Word Project 

created GIVE, or “Growing Inclusivity for Vibrant 

Engagement: A Teaching Artist Planning Guide for 

Best Arts Engagement Practices in Inclusion 

Classrooms” to create systemic improvements to 

arts education for ICT classrooms.

Chosen by a panel of arts professionals, the student finalists, 

who ranged in age from 11 to 13, were involved in every step 

of the rehearsal and production process, which culminated 

in having their words filmed and performed by professional 

actors in June 2021.

Committment to DEIB

During the 2021-22 season, New 42 developed 

new opportunities for internal professional 

development, while centering our commitment to 

diversity, equity, inclusion and belonging. 11 staff 

members participated in the inaugural Professional 

Leadership Development Program, and new staff 

hired during this season were 61% BIPOC (Black, 

Indigenous, or People of Color).*
