About Us

The New 42nd Street (New 42) began in 1990 as an urban 

development project to rescue seven historic theaters on 

42nd Street between 7th and 8th Avenues, and transform 

what had become “the sleaziest block in America” (Rolling 
Stone, 1981).  

Established by New York City and State, New 42 was given 

the 99-year leases of the block’s seven historic theaters to 

find new uses for the Apollo Theatre, Empire Theatre, 

Liberty Theatre, Lyric Theatre, Selwyn Theatre, Victory 

Theater and Times Square Theater.

New 42 launched the transformation of the block by 

opening the New Victory Theater in 1995 as the City’s first 

theater dedicated to kids and families and built New 42 

Studios in 2000 to support the creation of new work—

forever ensuring the legacy and vitality of America’s most 

iconic theater district.

New 42 continues to serve as steward of the historic 

theaters and supports the City’s efforts to maintain West 

42nd Street as a safe and exciting destination for both our 

local community and visitors to New York City.
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 New Victory Dance

New Victory Dance began celebrating the incredible artistry and 

diversity of NYC dance in summer of 2014. Over the years it’s 

introduced young people to everything from ballet to 

Bharatanatyam (and everything in between). New Victory 

Teaching Artists introduce each piece and guide you in a little 

choreography at your seat. At the post-show Talk-Back, 

choreographers and dancers answer your questions.

New Victory Dance came back live for the first time since the 

pandemic in 2022, and featured work from Les Ballet Afrik, 

Kinding Sindaw, Ballet Boy Productions, Passion Fruit Dance 

Company, IMGE Dance, Akira Uchida, Maddy Wright and Joshua 

Strmic, Jamal Jackson Dance Company and Jeremy McQueen’s 

Black Iris Project.

Bring Your Family

In 2022-23, we launched an inaugural partnership with NYCHA 

(New York City Housing Authority) called Bring Your Family to the 

New Victory. As part of our effort to make the arts accessible to all, 

we partnered with NYCHA to connect residents with productions 

and family engagement activities at the New Victory Theater free of 

charge!

Over 1,000 tickets to productions at the New Victory were 

distributed.

There were 53,913 views of new 2022-23 Arts Break videos 

and overall the videos surpassed 1 million views. Arts Breaks 

videos were broadcast locally on channels Thirteen, WLIW 

and NJTV and were streamed online as part of The WNET 

Group’s Camp TV and Let’s Learn programs.

Ushers, College Corps and New 42 Fellows—meet students 

where they are academically and professionally to provide 

the work experience, mentorship and guidance that they 

need to succeed in college and the workforce as they dream, 

plan and create futures in and beyond the cultural sphere.

Since 2012, New Victory LabWorks has supported over a 

hundred artists on their journey, more than half of whom 

have developed projects into full productions, touring across 

the country and around the world. Starting in 2020, 

LabWorks has focused on providing opportunities for artists 

of color. 

Four artists were part of the 2022-23 LabWorks cohort:  Sindy 

Castro, Sifiso Mabena, Reynaldo Piniella and Arif Silverman.

LabWorks Launch began in 2021, offering a single artist the 

chance to further develop a particular project for young 

audiences with the aim of touring nationally and 

internationally in a future season. We supported two 

LabWorks Launch projects in 2023, HUMAN, led by Nehprii 

Amenii, and Taylor is Lonely, led by nicHi douglas.  

LabWorks was also featured in public engagement 

programming at Snug Harbor during the 2022-23 season.

14,934 schoolkids attended shows 

at the New Victory in 2022-23.

This annual creative writing program is 

aimed at amplifying social issues 

that directly impact young people.  

Students in Grades 5 – 12 participated in a free, newly designed, 

five-session residency led by a team of New Victory Teaching Artists 

and customized for each classroom to meet every student’s 

needs. The residency centers student voice, agency, creativity and 

activism through a series of writing and ensemble-based activities. 

Students drafted unique pieces of dramatic writing, built skills in 

playwriting, activated social-emotional learning and engaged in 

critical analysis and peer-to-peer reflection.

Theater Education for Pre-K

In 2022-23, we worked with 17 sites and 

62 classrooms, translating to 124 teachers, 
paraprofessionals and site leaders, and 

approximately 930 students.

Since 2013, New Victory, in partnership with the NYC 

Department of Education, the Division of Early Childhood 

Education and the Office of Arts and Special Projects, has 

been the premier partner for Theater in the Pre-K Create 

Professional Learning Series.

In 2019, we partnered with ArtsConnection and 

Community-Word Project to provide much needed 

resources and strategies for teaching the arts 

successfully in ICT classrooms. Over 100 arts educators 

contributed to resources now shared in the GIVE 

(Growing Inclusivity for Vibrant Engagement) Guide–a 

free online resource guide that supports Teaching 

Artists in the creation of liberated learning 

environments. GIVE trainers work with arts educators to 

harness the GIVE Guide tools to maximum effect, so 

thousands of students can enjoy vibrant arts 

experiences within inclusion settings.
