The theater hosted 139 Partner schools, and New Victory 

Teaching Artists conducted 775 in-classroom arts education 

workshops. Roughly 70% were from New York City public 

schools, over 60% of which were classified as Title I. For many 

of these students, New Victory Education was their only 

performing arts engagement in the classroom and their first 

live, professional performance.

During the 2023-24 Season, New 42 distributed 834 tickets and 

200 MetroCards to residents in all 5 boroughs. Families were 

welcome to attend multiple shows across the season, fostering a 

sense of belonging and encouraging lifelong habits of theatergoing.

building futures

Since 2012, New Victory LabWorks has provided financial 

support, professional development and networking 

opportunities for over 100 artists as they create new work for 

young people and families. More than half of LabWorks artists 

have since developed their projects into full productions, 

touring across the country and around the world, such as Baba 

Yaga and the Firebird, which recently featured in the 2024-25 

New Victory Season.

Four artists were part of the 2023-24 LabWorks cohort: 
Mahayla Laurence, Divya Mangwani, Melle Phillips and 
Tidtaya Sinutoke. 

LabWorks additionally launched a partnership this year with 

the New School, creating a co-learning environment for 

LabWorks alumni and New School Drama students.

LabWorks Launch began in 2021, offering a single artist the 

chance to further develop a particular project for young 

audiences with the aim of touring nationally and 

internationally in a future season. Our LabWorks Launch 
project in 2023 was HUMAN, led by Nehprii Amenii.

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Amplifying students’ voices as artists and activists, Speak 

Up, Act Out is our artist residency program designed to 

help students build their creative writing skills to explore 

“artivisim”—the intersection of art and activism—and dive 

into personally relevant social justice issues. Within the 

2023-24 Season, Speak Up, Act Out provided 16 classrooms 

throughout NYC with 80 workshops, offering 304 students 

the opportunity to discover their unique voice through 

writing. 

In collaboration with The 24-Hour Plays, the 2023-24 

season concluded with The 24-Hour Plays: New Victory 

where seven students were selected to write and stage 

newly-written works in just 24 hours. Working with 

professional actors, writers and directors such as David 
Burtka, Lily Houghton, Chisa Hutchinson, Starr Kirkland 

and T.R. Knight, students showcased their work to an 

enthralled audience at the New Victory Theater.

This set of 60+ unique online resources supports Teaching 

Artists and other arts educators working with students with 

disabilities as they create inclusive learning environments 

and vibrant arts education experiences. GIVE Partners have 

trained 541 Teaching Artists. Additionally, the GIVE Guide 

has been shared with over 118 nonprofits, 650 Teaching 

Artists and over 9,000 educators.

About New 42

At New 42, we purposefully plan to create and sustain an 

organizational culture that values the human experience. This is work 

that requires continual discussion, rethinking of instincts and reframing 

of prior experiences, as well as continuing awareness and reflection 

about who we are as an institution. Our learning and pace are aided by 

our partner Odell Mays, who spends time with team members 

throughout the organization in varying configurations and different 

levels of leadership. 

Efforts in the 2023-24 Season featured significant expansion of 

accessibility tools for New Victory patrons in consultation with our 

partner Maria Porto of ACCESS Broadway, including creating the new 

Cozy Zone for audience members with sensory needs, the availability 

of ear defenders and light-sensitivity sunglasses at every performance, 

as well as the production of large-print and braille in-theater materials. 

New Victory Education incorporated GIVE learnings into lesson plans 

and completed three sessions of Trauma-Informed practices training 

from the Bartol Foundation with Education and Engagement Teams and 

Teaching Artists. New 42 also launched a company-wide professional 

development program, and held training sessions open to all staff on 

the topics of gender inclusivity, de-escalation and introduction to 

equity in the workplace.

Our goal as we move into this next season is for DEIB to no longer be a 

thing we do, but instead who we are.
